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ÅQuantum is an Australian base metal, uranium and gold explorer with a suite of projects whose 
tenements cover approximately 1,000sq km in the Northern Territory and Western Australia.

ÅCurrent focus is the Gardner Range project in WA, which includes the historic Mt Mansbridge 
uranium prospect and is prospective for uranium, base metals and gold

ÅPotentially significant rare earth elements (REE) have also been reported at Mt Mansbridge

ÅAnother key project area for the Company is the Ware Range in the Northern Territory and is 
considered prospective for both unconformity style and calcrete style uranium mineralisation

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ÅLocated approximately 150kms southeast of Halls Creek, Western Australia Quantum has 100% 
ownership and includes the Mt Mansbridge uranium deposit

ÅHistorical and recent exploration successes suggest that the region is highly prospective for rare 
earth element (REE) mineralisation, uranium and gold

ÅPotential for mineralisation further supported by an unexplored 60km north, north-west trending 
regional faulting system

ÅSurrounding tenements are held by Cameco, the large Canadian uranium miner and Northern 
Uranium, and other uranium explorers

ÅIn 2010 three periods of exploration activity were undertaken comprised of: Radon X surveys, MMI 
sample lines, rock chip sampling, stream gravel sampling and mapping

ÅResults from the exploration activities highlighted a number of areas  warranting follow-up 
exploration as they hold potential for gold and base metals 

ÅThe 2011 field program has been designed to follow up on the anomalies identified in the previous 
year prior to selecting drill targets

ÅWork program meeting completed and the KLC and Traditional Owners have cleared all proposed 
areas of work as required by the Heritage Clearance Survey
